Galata Wind operates three wind farms and two solar farms in Turkey. These assets are
vulnerable to extreme weather and damage to assets can lead to safety issues and increase the
risks of operational disruptions and reputational damage. Furthermore, Galata Wind plans to
expand its installed capacity from 290 MW in 2023 to 550 MW in 2025. The construction of wind
and solar farms requires large tracts of land, which could lead to opposition from local
communities. In addition, the construction and operation of its facilities also expose the
company to significant health and safety risks, particularly for wind farms located in remote or
challenging areas and solar installations in high-temperature regions. Incidents can cause
significant operational disruption and fatalities, which may in turn result in fines, costly lawsuits
and damage compensation costs.

The company's overall exposure is low and is similar to subindustry average. Community
Relations, Product Governance and Occupational Health and Safety are notable material ESG
issues.

ESG Risk Management
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Galata Wind's head office and all its plants are certified to various standards, including 1SO
14001 for environmental management, ISO 45001 for occupational health and safety, ISO
27001 for cybersecurity, and ISO 9001 for quality management, which is considered best
practice. The company has a board-level sustainability committee that is responsible for ESG
issues, and its 2023 sustainability report was prepared with reference to the GRI 2021
standards. Furthermore, certain sections of its sustainability report, such as GHG emissions,
energy consumption and injuries, were externally verified and received limited assurance. In
addition, although the company has not been implicated in any controversies, it could further
strengthen its ability to manage ESG risks by implementing improvements in community
relations and its asset integrity programme.

The company's overall management of material ESG issues is strong.

It is used to derive a company-
specific issue exposure score for a material ESG issue. It ranges from 0 to 10, with 0
indicating no exposure, 1 indicating the subindustry average, and 10 indicating
exposure that is ten times the subindustry average.

ESG Risk Category

Companies’ ESG Risk Rating scores are assigned to five ESG risk categories in the
ESG Risk Rating:

Negligible risk: enterprise value is considered to have a negligible risk
of material financial impacts driven by ESG factors

Low risk: enterprise value is considered to have a low risk of material
financial impacts driven by ESG factors

Medium risk: enterprise value is considered to have a medium risk of
material financial impacts driven by ESG factors

High risk: enterprise value is considered to have a high risk of material
financial impacts driven by ESG factors

Severe risk: enterprise value is considered to have a severe risk of
material financial impacts driven by ESG factors

Note that because ESG risks materialize at an unknown time in the future and
depend on a variety of unpredictable conditions, no predictions on financial or
share price impacts, or on the time horizon of such impacts, are intended or
implied by these risk categories.

ESG Risk Rating Score (Unmanaged Risk Score)

Event Category

Subindustry

Subindustries are defined as part of Sustainalytics’ own classification system.

Unmanageable Risk

Material ESG Risk inherent from the intrinsic nature of the products or services of a
company and/or the nature of a company’s business, which cannot be managed by
the company if the company continues to offer the same type of products or
services and remains in the same line of business.

Unmanaged Risk
